Blue Ribbon Update, Version 2.6 contains a few glitches.  A fix has been created, Version 2.6 Fix.EXE, and is located on the FTP site at ftp://ftp.uaex.edu/.
 From the Internet Explorer, login to the FTP site.

1. From the FTP site, locate Uploads.

2. From the Uploads folder, locate Blue Ribbon.

3. From the Blue Ribbon folder, double click on the Version 2.6 Fix.EXE file.

4. From the File Download screen, select SAVE.  

5. From the Save As screen, in the Save In box, locate the Desktop or Temp folder or whatever folder you want to save the file in. 

6. Select SAVE.  Select Close.
7. Exit the FTP site after the file has been saved.

8. From the Desktop or from Windows Explorer, locate the Temp folder or whatever folder the file was saved in.

9. Double click on the Version 2.6 Fix.EXE file.

10. From the Winzip Self-Extractor screen, select Unzip.
11. Two files should be unzipped to the C:\Program Files\Youth Enrollment folder.

12. Select OK and exit the screen.

Parent Contact File

If a Key Violation error message is displayed when adding a Parent Contact File 
to a member record, follow the steps below. 
1. Close the Member/Leader screen.

2. From the toolbar, select File, select Parents/Contacts.

3. Use the black navigation buttons and move to the next to the last record and jot down the parent code. (The last record parent code may be NEWID).

4. Close the screen.
5. From the toolbar, select Utility.

6. Select File Utilities.

7. Select Utilities.

8. Select Delete Unlinked Parents.

9. Select OK, OK, and exit the screen.

10. From the toolbar, select Utility.

11. Select Preferences.

12. Select Default Parent Entry tab.

13. Place a check mark in the Parent Code Automatic Entry box.

14. From step 3, enter the next number in the Parent box.  Select OK.

15. If the number in step 3 was 978, enter 979.  

16. Return to the Member/Leader screen and add a parent to a member record.  Key violation error should not be displayed.


List of Schools 

1. With the update, from the Members/Leader screen the list of schools is a pull down list and will not allow the user to add or remove a school.

2. To add or remove a school, exit the Member/Leader screen.

3. From the toolbar, select Utility.

4. Select
File Utilities.
5. From the Youth File Utilities screen, locate YOUTH2XX.DB.

6. Double click on the file YOUTH2XX.DB and the screen is opened.

7. To add a new school, select the + plus sign, enter the name of the school in the code box.  Select OK.

8. To delete an existing school, scroll through the list and locate the school. 
9. Select the – minus sign and select OK at the Confirm screen.

10. Exit the screens.
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11. From the Member/Leader screen, select the down arrow for School.
12. The new school added should be listed.

13. The school deleted should NOT be listed. 
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
