GUIDELINES FOR FAULKNER COUNTY CATTLEMEN'S ASSOCIATION
SCHOLARSHIP

Two $500 Faulkner County Cattlemen’s Association Scholarships will be awarded yearly
to applicants who have done outstanding work in the area of agriculture.

The scholarship recipients will be selected from applicants who may be a graduating high
school senior or student presently enrolled in an approved institute of higher learning in
Arkansas.

First priority will be given to those applicants who have not previously received the
scholarship.

Applicants should use the Faulkner County Cattlemen’s Association scholarship form
which is available from the Faulkner County Cattlemen’s Association Board and the
county Extension office. Application due date will be announced in the Cattlemen’s
Newsletter each year. Applications received after the due date will not be considered.

Scholarship winners will be selected from eligible applications by the Faulkner County
Cattlemen’s Board of Directors.

The scholarship will be made directly to the institution where the recipients enroll, and
reports will be required from the institution regarding the recipients’ enrollment in the
institution.

A scholarship shall be used within one year of the date of the award. Failure to do so will
result in forfeiture of the scholarship.

Announcement of the names of scholarship recipients will be made in the summer of
each year.
