“Share the Gift of EHC” is the theme of the 2008 AEHC Annual State Meeting being held at the Hot Springs Convention Center on June 10–12, 2008. 

Registration

Cost is $30.00 for a part-time or full-time delegate. Meals and lodging are extra. Delegate substitutions may be made through May 31. 

Each delegate will be required to pick up his/her individual registration envelope in the Center Hall from 8:30 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 10, 2008. Registration on Wednesday will be from 8:30 a.m. until 11:00 a.m.  Please be sure to check to see if all tickets requested are in your packet. 

Parking
There is parking north of the Convention Center. No one should have any problem finding adequate parking. The trolley is on a 20-minute schedule from other hotels.
Meals

The meals available are lunches on Tuesday and Wednesday and the President’s 
Breakfast on Wednesday (This breakfast is ONLY for AEHC Board Members, Extension Faculty, and Past State Presidents who purchase a ticket). All other meals will be on 
your own. See the registration form for the cost of these three meals. (Lobby cafe’ will 
be open in the Convention Center from 1p.m – 6p.m., if you choose to eat there.)

June 11, 2008.  Dr. Ivory Lyles, Associate Vice-President of Cooperative Extension Service, will be the speaker. Counties receiving awards will be recognized at this time. Those receiving awards should remain for pictures to be taken.
