This program is sponsored by the Arkansas Cattle Women’s Association (in cooperation with the 

Arkansas Beef Council). Any Arkansas youth between the ages of 9 and 20 is eligible to enter. 

There are three age divisions: Youth – ages 9-12, Junior – ages 13-16, and Senior – 17-20. 

Monetary awards are given in each division, and a $1,500 scholarship is awarded to the first place winner of the 

Senior Division. There is no limit to the number of entries a county may send to the state competition. Entries
